sexual contact?

e How could the situation at the party been handled differently when the victim disclosed to her
friend that she had been sexually assaulted by someone who was at the party?

* The perpetrator told the counselor: “She said stop, but | didn’t think she meant it because she
was laughing, and | was drunk. Why do you think he and other perpetrators of sexual assault
have a hard time understanding that their behavior is rape?
